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 Public Pronouncement 

 On the date of July 1, 2025, in the gathering of the Pankintsa Native Community, the bases of 
 FENAP – the Federation of the Achuar Nationality of Peru, we issue this pronouncement to 
 communicate to the company Petroperú, the Ministry of Energy and Mines, local authorities, 
 national oil companies, and for the public in general, the following: 

 1.  FENAP is an organization representing the Achuar People, consisting of 65 native 
 communities. We are demanding our recognition as a People with full legal status, the 
 title of our integral territory and nullification of all the oil blocks that were created on our 
 territory within any kind of consultation or consent. These are rights we are entitled to in 
 accordance with the ILO Convention 169 and the United Nations Declaration on the 
 Rights of Indigenous Peoples. Currently, we are litigating against the Peruvian State 
 before the Inter-American System on Human Rights and sooner and later, it will have to 
 acknowledge the rights that belong to us. 

 2.  It’s been 30 years since our people rejected oil activity in Achuar Territory. Our Life Plan 
 does not include oil as an activity, and we have the terrible example of our Achuar 
 brothers and sisters from the Corrientes River and other neighboring peoples, who lived 
 in contamination for decades, with heavy metals in organisms and trapped in a vicious 
 cycle of the fossil fuel economy. We also have been affected by contamination by poorly 
 drilled exploratory wells and by different oil spills from the North Peruvian Pipeline. 

 3.  Different companies have tried to establish themselves in Block 64, which almost 
 overlaps with 100% of our ancestral territory. These companies, one by one, gave up 
 after realizing the social inviability and the illegality of this project, which was imposed 
 without any respect for the rights of Indigenous peoples. The decision of [our] people 
 remains strong as an exercise of our rights, and in the different moments we have 
 informed Petroperu, current operator of the Block, and to Perupetro, the entity 
 responsible for negotiating oil blocks on behalf of the State. 

 4.  However, the company Petroperu and different state authorities insist on reactivating 
 Block 64. In order to confuse public opinion and its possible partners, Petroperu 
 organizes meetings with false representatives, in which it invites a few residents who 
 support their positions, with the aim to demonstrate non-existent support. For this 
 reason, we reject Petroperu’s release that indicates, “Communities of the Morona Basin 
 express backing for the reactivation of Block 64.” The signatures of that document are 
 not representative leaders of the Achuar People, nor of other peoples affected by the 
 Block. 



 For all these reasons, we alert: 

 ●  The national and local authorities of the Peruvian State:  These informal meetings 
 and all of your publicity does not have validity as a mechanism for the participation of 
 Indigenous peoples. You can’t hide the truth. This lot is rejected by a vast majority of the 
 Achuar People. For that reason, they have not taken any legal procedures to obtain 
 consent. It is an arbitrarily imposed Block. 

 ●  The oil companies and financial entities that support them:  Don’t risk your 
 investments by being Petroperu’s partners in a Block that has no consent, is being 
 questioned in an international system of human rights, and is a part of an oil supply 
 chain marked by decades-long contamination. Added to this is the well-known fact of 
 Petroperu’s financial crisis, which survives thanks to the taxes paid for by our fellow 
 Peruvians, and which desperately insists on imposing this oil block to justify the absurd 
 investment in the Talara Refinery. 

 ●  The national and international public:  Our struggle  is just and lawful, and we are also 
 contributing to the protection of the Amazon which is a biome essential for life on the 
 entire planet. Our fight is for our well-being as Indigenous people and for the well-being 
 for all human beings. We are not enemies of anyone nor do we want to harm the 
 economy of the country, but the governments and the companies must understand that it 
 is urgent to stop burning fossil fuels to halt climate change, especially in zones critical for 
 the Planet:  No more oil in the Amazon!
